TOURNAMENT RULES

1. All entrants must be members of alocal association with the New Jersey State USBC Bowling
Association. Non —members who only residein New Jersey may become eligible by paying an $18.00 fee
for an affiliated membership.

2. An entrants should have maintained an average of 190 or better at the time of entry or from this season
prior to thisone.

3. DRESS CODE: All participants must wear full-length trousers and a bowling sport or dress shirt with
collar (butterfly) * Dress slacks, casua trousers and jeans are permitted. * No T-shirt, hats, shorts or sweat
pants allowed.

4. All top 15 qualifiers plus the defending champion will move into the match play finals with the
defending champion seeded 12" unless qualifying higher. The finalists will bowl adouble elimination
format to determine the New Jersey State Senior Masters Champion.

5. Each entrant will bowl a(6) six game block across the house, skipping lanes after each game.

The seeded champion and the remaining 15 qualifiers will compete in the finals using the winner-losers
bracket double elimination system. In the case of atie, for the 16™ place a one game roll-off will decide the
16" qualifier. If atie still exists two additional frames shall be bowled and scored like the ninth and tenth
frames. These frames shall be rolled on the same lanes on which the participants finished the roll-off game.
If necessary, continue until the tieis broken.

6. The finalists will competein atwo game match with total pins deciding the winner. Ties will be broken
using two or more frames like the ninth and tenth frame. Two losses and a contestant is e€liminated.

7. USBC rule 328 will not apply in this tournament. An entrant may make alega delivery of aball with
either hand in any frame of any game.

8. Re-Racks Two re-racks per game may be requested. Additional re-racks must be approved by a
tournament official



9. In addition to the prize money, the winner will be offered a reserved paid entry into the National USBC
Senior Masters Tournament with an additional expense allowance of $500. If he/she declines the offer, it
will be extended to the runner up and so on down the finalists.

10. Depending on the total amount of entries, the tournament committee reserves the right to schedule two
or three participants to alane.

11. Bowlers must wear shoes, which will not damage or disfigure the runways. The use of any foreign
substance put on the bowling shoes or shoes which mar the approaches s strictly prohibited.

12. The tournament chairman or tournament committee will render on the spot decisions when required. All
tournament management decisions shall be fina except where an appeal is made to the USBC
headquarters.

13. Tournament entries will close 9:00 AM on the October 24, 2009
