All USBC members, 45 years of age or older attine of bowling their first event, who are mensbef a local bowling association affiliated
with the New Jersey State USBC Bowling Associatiomeligible to compete. Non-USBC members whaleesi New Jersey, or in that part of
Pennsylvania served by the Easton Area Bowling éiasion, may enter by purchasing an affiliate mersbip for $20.00 as provided by USBC
Rule 300 C 2

This is a handicap tournament with competitiosingles, doubles and all events.

The handicap will be 90 percent of the differshetween the entering average and 230 in singte4@0 in doubles. There is no limit to the
amount of handicap.

There will be seven classes of competitionmglgis and all events: Class A-1 — 75 years anefpllass A — 70 years thru 74; Class B — 65 thru
69 years, Class C — 60 thru 64; Class D — 55 tArCass E — 50 thru 54; Class F — 45 thru 49.rdfts must verify age when checking in.
Doubles partners do not have to be from the sayagroup since there is only one class of cotnpein doubles, except for Class F.

Entrants are eligible to compete an unlimitedam of times in singles & doubles but may onlytcaace in singles (highest place) and may
cash multiple times in doubles with a differenttpar. If bowling more than once in singles & dashlthe bowler’s first singles & first doubles
set will be used for all events as provided by USB(@e 315d

A bowler’s entering average will be the higheestrage, based on 21 games or more in a sanctiéBBa league, in the following order:

USBC Rule 319 d will be waived in the evenanyone who has qualified for a cash and or merdbammtize of $600.00 or more in any event of
a tournament in the 12-month period prior to entry.

Any entrant whose average must be adjustedr tine@rovisions of USBC Rule 319 e. must repochsadjusted average prior to bowling.

The 10-pin increase in current average (USBI@ B19 a.2) is waived.

The Tournament Committee will pay the entryféegeahe handicap all-events winner, whether inghil all events or not, in Classes Al, A, B, C
and D to compete in the 2013 USBC Senior ChampipastBilass E and F bowlers are not eligible for the GSenior Championships, which is
limited to bowler’s age 55 or older. If the figslace all-events winner in any class declines ol the USBC Senior Championships, the spot
will go to the highest finisher in that class whazepts. In the event of a tie for an entry toNlagionals in any class, a three-game roll off, with
handicap, will be held to determine the entrafita tle exists after three games, additioab@id 18 frames will be bowled until the tie is
broken.

Contestants will bowl only one event on a sqéablowler entered in singles and doubles will bieesluled on two squads. Normally singles will
be scheduled before doubles. Walk in entries weildtiowed providing there is space available ohshaad.

The prize ratio in singles, doubles and alhévshall be at least one in seven. USBC rule 868ires at least one in 10 in singles and doubles
and USBC Rule 306 d requires at least one in 20l ievents.
